I’'m sure you can hardly wait for that.

Speaking of a “wearing” kimono, you could also say “dress up in” a kimono. We use
“dress up” for expensive or special clothing, or even a costume. For example, you could
say, “I'm looking forward to dressing up in my mother's kimono”, or “l went to a Halloween
party and dressed up as a witch.”
