For both countries, the number of foreign students doubled in the last

year. South Korea came in fourth place.

Few found jobs particularly in regional areas, and most flowed to big cities, or prefectures with
high populations, after graduation, with Tokyo, Osaka, Kanagawa, Aichi, and Fukuoka
accounting for 70 percent of employment.
