In Japan, smaller airports that have mainly domestic flights which connect people to other

parts of the country are known as “regional airports. ”"Many regional airports have been

struggling to attract enough passengers. Twenty-seven of these airports are operated by

the national government. Of those, 24 are said to be in the red.

“I'l go with you to the
airport tomorrow to see you off” (BXDDEHICIHBZEBIT—REICTTETII) ERBRDFT,
So, I'd like to explain these terms in a bit more detail. When you meet someone at the
airport, then take them somewhere from there in your car, you'd use the phrase “pick up.”
You’'d say “I picked up my friend from the airport”, or, “I picked my friend up at the airport.”
You could also use the verb “meet”. For example, “I'll meet you at the airport when you
come back to Japan.” However, unlike with “pick up”, using “meet” does not usually include
your taking the person somewhere afterward by car. And so after “meeting” someone at the
airport or train station, you and your arriving friend would probably walk or take a train or bus
somewhere together.
Now the opposite. If you take or just go with someone to the airport for his or her flight, you'd
use the phrase “see off.”  You could say, for example, “I'll go with you to the airport
tomorrow to see you off.”
